Understanding that many words in English language are based on words in other languages and the word etymology (word origin and usage) and its meanings through the centuries.

	When given a word in English language, a student will be able to trace the word’s origins and usage through the centuries and understand that many words in English language are based on words and other languages according to the assessment.
	Students will be asked to think of five nouns in the English language and trace the etymology to its first appearance in English and its source. Graded at 25 points per word.

Assessment: 2 minutes
III. Teacher Input (Present tasks, information and guidance):  10 minutes
Etymology is the study of the history of words, their origins, and how their form and meaning have changed over time. Etymology of words will be necessary to understand the language use and meaning of words as an author or poet meant it to be used in the future assigned readings of this class. Start by opening your books and reading pages 759 and 760, then let’s discuss theories on why most of the words listed on page 760 are nouns. 
IV. Guided Practice (Elicit performance): 10 min.
Using the OED Online as a class exercise, find the etymology of the words and define in Exercise 1 on page 760.

V. Closure (Plan for maintenance): 2min.
Clarify to students that this will be necessary tool to understand unfamiliar language use not only in this course, but in future studies, as well as building a more extensive vocabulary.

1. Sign in to your computers and go to the OED website: http://www.oed.com/ and login. Login is NelEngIII. 
2. Students will think of five words in English and trace word etymology using OED Online.

3. Write origin, date first appeared in English, and original meaning down for each word and turned in for grading.
